CONTENT ATTRIBUTION

Clandestin Ecosystem (QRM)

1. Purpose of Attribution

This document defines the rules for attribution and use of content produced within the Clandestin
ecosystem, including official documents, token distribution charts, Fairness Law, technical papers, and
other ecosystem-related publications (“Content”).

The purpose is to ensure transparency, recognition of authorship, and fair use of shared information,
while protecting the integrity of the ecosystem.

- Non-Affiliation Clause: Republishing or quoting Content does not imply endorsement, sponsorship, or
partnership with the Clandestin ecosystem.
